What is an annotation? 
As you read, you are to underline, circle, and draw arrows connecting words and phrases, or whatever 
it takes to remind you later of your impressions. These annotations should include notes to yourself in 
the margins— 

● asking questions – anything you don’t understand or wonder about the book 
● making observations 
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● defining new vocabulary words 
● identifying literary elements and explaining the significance 
● noting allusions
