AICE Diploma Award (earned from/awarded by Cambridge – not SAHS):

To be on track toward completion of the AICE Diploma Award, students must pass a minimum of seven AICE exams, with at least one exam from each of the three subject groupings AND the “Core”.  Students who pass the required seven exams within a 25-month period will earn the AICE Diploma Award from Cambridge International Examinations (not to be confused with your SAHS High School Diploma).
