Dress semi-formal No baggy pants 

Dress pants with a belt No jeans, no underwear showing 

Collared shirt  No t-shirts 

Soft-soled shoes are mandatory in the gym (to 
limit damage to our gym floor) 

No hats 

 

GIRLS DRESS CODE 

DO’s DON’Ts 

Dress semi-formal (dress, skirt, or dress slacks) No jeans, no t-shirts, no hats, no underwear 
showing 

Modest neckline & back No exposed cleavage 

Soft-soled shoes are mandatory (to limit damage 
to our gym floor)  
Flip flops/ballet shoes are encouraged (when in 
the gym) 

No sheer or see-through panels or cutouts 
(including backs & sides) Back no lower than bra-
strap level 

Shortest visible part of dress longer than ends of 
fingertips with relaxed shoulders 

Dresses may not be shorter than mid-thigh when 
arms are raised 
If the dress becomes inappropriate while 
dancing, you may be asked to leave 

 

ADDITIONAL REMINDERS… 
• Students must have a current SAHS picture ID and ticket to be admitted. 

• Students are expected to dance appropriately and remain dressed appropriately for the 
duration of the dance. 

• Students may purchase a ticket for a guest. Guest must be a St. Johns County resident. Guests 
attending another SJC school in our district must have a signed SAHS permission form. Guests 
not attending a SJC District school must have a SJC Sheriff’s Office background check. Guest 
must have a picture ID and ticket to be admitted. Age limit is 19 years old. 

• Students not picked up by 10:30 pm, risk eligibility to attend any other dance/ticket event for 
the remainder of the school year. 

• ZERO days of OSS 

• No one on the Truancy List 

• No more than 2 days of ISS 

• All of the criteria will be re-checked two days prior to the dance and anyone who is ineligible 
will not be admitted to the dance. Students will not be admitted into the dance after 9pm.  

• Purchase of a homecoming ticket does not guarantee entrance into the dance. Students must 
remain in good standing until the day of the dance.
