Dawn Sapp (Associate Superintendent for Curriculum and Instruction) and Cathy Webber (CFO), both having students that graduated from SAHS answered questions about ½ sales tax continuation and 1 mil on ballets. All in attendance had seen presentation. Reminded us to not discuss on school property during work hours, but share with neighbors. Main take-away is the ½ cent is not new, just continuing and 1 mil is $1 per $1000 of property value. 85% to go towards school staff salaries has been agreed with SJEA and district and will go to bargaining for how paid after votes approve.
